Test Gatekeeper:  Explanation of the Yellow, Green, Blue options for selecting a position record.

Selecting yellow, green or blue result in different types of position questions.  Depending on the RPA type different combinations of these options will be available.

YELLOW:  

-If mgmt clicks yellow they are telling us they want to fill a vacant position just like the one they selected.  We then have to determine if that vacant position is on the To Side of another RPA.   

-When yellow is selected, mgmt can then view the position data built into the record and provide edits if necessary.  

-Yellow will be available for any RPA type that is requesting that we fill an already classified position.

GREEN:

-If mgmt clicks green they are telling us they want to fill a position just like the encumbered one they clicked on.  The GK then asks them some questions about the current encumbent so that we can determine if we need to maintain both positions in the database, or tag one for end dating.  

-When green is selected, mgmt can then view the position data built into the record and provide edits if necessary.  

-Green will be available for any RPA type that is requesting that we fill an already classified position.

BLUE:


-If mgmt clicks blue they are telling us they want to fill a position that does not have a position record already built in the database.  

-Depending on the RPA type, there are two different sets of questions available.

· If the RPA type is one where the position is to be classified the Mgr will be asked a series of questions about the proposed  classification and will be prompted to provide complete position data.

· If the RPA type is one where the position is classified, but there is just no like position in the selected org unit, the Mgr will be asked enough info about the position so that we can verify it in FC.  They will also be prompted to provide complete information on the position data that is not contained in FC.

-Blue will be available for any RPA type that is requesting that we fill an already classified position.  It will also be the ONLY option available if the RPA type is one that requires classification
